The organizing authority may cancel an event if by 14 days before the on-site registration
day if the snow-conditions at the venue make a fair and safe competition unlikely.
Competitors will be notified of event cancellation by email and posting on the IKA website.
The entry fees will be refunded.



2 RULES

2.1 The 2020 IKA SnowKite WorldCup will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing
Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2017-2020 including Appendix F.

2.2 Supplementary Local Sailing Instructions (LSI) which may change or supplement rules in these
NoR/Sis.
2.3 A kiteboard shall neither make radio transmissions while competing nor receive radio

communications not available to all kiteboards, except in an emergency. This restriction also
applies to mobile telephones.

2.4 In all rules governing any of the events listed in NoR/SI 1;

2.4.1 The terms ‘competitor’, ‘crew’, ‘athlete’ and ‘owner’ mean a person competing or intending
to compete in the event.

2.4.2 The term ‘support person’ means persons as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing
2.4.3 [DP] denotes a rule for which the penalty is at the discretion of the protest committee.

2.4.4 [SP] denotes a rule for which a standard penalty may be applied by the race committee
without a hearing or a discretionary penalty applied by the protest committee with a hearing;
and

2.4.5 [NP] denotes a rule that will not be grounds for protest by a kiteboard. This changes RRS
60.1(a).

2.5 If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence.
2.6 Changed Rules:
2.6.1 For GPS Formula

A kiteboard on an ascent shall keep clear of a kiteboard on a descent. If both kiteboards are
moving to the same direction, Rules 10, 11 and 12 apply.

2.6.2 For GPS Formula and Long Distance

Kiteboards may change kites while racing. A kiteboard may not receive assistance outside
the launching area, except by the race committee.

2.6.3 Rule 42 is changed to:
42. PROPULSION
42.1 BasicRule

Except when permitted in rule 42.2, a kiteboard shall compete by using only the wind
and snow to increase, maintain or decrease her speed.

42.2  Exceptions



(a) A kiteboard may be propelled by unassisted actions of the competitor on the
kiteboard but may not fly.

(b) A competitor may walk while outside of the starting or finishing area.

(c) Any means of propulsion may be used to help a person in danger.

Competitors shall bring their own equipment.

Competitors under 18 years of age shall present a signed and completed parent (or guardian)
consent and declaration form at each on-site registration.

Competitors shall sign the entry forms upon registration at the time and place published.
Exceptions may be granted by the technical director at his discretion.

Competitors shall provide the following documentation upon registration:

e Proof of entry fee payment

e  Proof of valid third-party insurance with a minimum cover of EUR 500,000 per incident or
the equivalent

e Proof of age

e Parental/legal guardian consent - for those under the age of 18

¢ Medical Treatment Permission — for those under age of 18 or on their parent’s medical
insurance policy

¢ For Italian competitors at events in Italy: Medical Treatment Permission — Type B

The organizing authority may cancel an event if the minimum number of entries has not been
received 30 days before the registration day of the event. The minimum entry is twenty (15)
competitors. Competitors will be notified of event cancellation by email and posting on the
IKA website. The entry fees will be refunded.
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ENTRY FEES AND REGISTRATION

Entry fees and conditions are as stated on the individual competition websites. Entry fees
are not refundable in case the competition is cancelled due to weather conditions.

The race committee will announce the schedule for the day orally at the daily competitors
briefing.

Not more than 1 long distance race and 6 course races will be scheduled per day.

On the last day of Competition, no warning signal will be made after 1600 hours.

The starting line will be between staffs displaying orange/white chequered starting line flags.

To alert kiteboards that a race or sequence of races will begin soon, the orange/white
chequered starting line flag will be displayed with one sound at least five minutes before a
warning signal is made.

A kiteboard that does not start within 4 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did
Not Start without a hearing. This changes RRS A4 and A5

Long Distance finishing

The black/white chequered finishing line flag displayed with one sound means that the
finishing line is open. The finishing line shall be between the mark and and a staff displaying
the black/white chequered finishing line flag.

The starting area / starting gate will be described in the course diagram.
[DP] [NP] No kiteboard shall leave the launching area before Flag “D” is displayed.

To alert kiteboards that a race or sequence of races will begin soon, the orange/white
chequered starting area flag will be displayed with one sound at least five minutes before a
warning signal is made.

The race duration will be displayed and announced in the starting area, no later than the
preparatory signal.

Kiteboards shall not enter the starting area between their preparatory signal and their
starting signal.

A kiteboard that does not exit the starting area (or crosses the starting gate) 10 minutes after
her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start without a hearing. This changes RRS A4 and A5

[DP] [NP]Kiteboards shall carry a GPS receiver able to record and export GPX files, with the
recording frequency set to a minimum of 1 recording every 3 seconds.

[DP] [NP] Kiteboards shall start their GPS receiver and enable recording no later than the
preparatory signal.

[DP] [NP] Kiteboards shall stop recording and save the GPX file as soon as reasonably possible
after clearing the finishing area.

A kiteboard that stops, slows down significantly or one that is not making significant forward
progress in an area of 50 meters around the starting and finishing area, shall keep clear of all
others unless she is accidentally capsized.

The finishing line / area will be described in the Course Diagram.

The black/white chequered finishing line flag displayed with one sound means that the
finishing line is open.

[DP] Kiteboards whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area during
the starting sequence of other races. The starting area is defined as a rectangle 75 meters
from the starting marks in all directions.

[DP] Kiteboards that have finished, shall clear the finish area.

Starting and Finishing for the Freestyle discipline will be described in the LSI.

Kiteboards failing to finish within the Finish Time Window (time after the first kiteboard sails
the course and finishes) will be scored Did Not Finish without a hearing. This changes RRS 35,
A4 and AS5.

GPS Formula

The race duration will be displayed and announced in the starting area, no later than the
preparatory signal.

Kiteboards failing to finish within 10 minutes after the first kiteboard finishes shall be scored
Did Not Finish without a hearing. This changes RRS 35, A4 and A5.

[DP] [NP] Competitors shall submit 1 GPX file per race as per instructions.

If 50%+1 competitors do not upload the track as instructed, the race will be abandoned.

The diagrams in Addendum A show the courses, the course designations, the approximate
angles between legs, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each
mark is to be left.

Additional Courses may be published on the Official Notice Board not less than 30 minutes
before they will take effect.

Courses for the Long Distance discipline including any required GPS Coordinates will be
published on the Official Notice Board not less than 30 minutes before they will take effect.

Courses will not be shortened. This changes RRS 32.

Assignments of fleets, flights and divisions to racing areas (if any) will be posted at least 30
minutes before they will take effect.

Areas that are obstructions will be displayed on the Official Notice Board. Kiteboards shall
avoid such areas.

Flag AP over H means: Races not started are postponed, the warning signal will be made 15
minutes after removal unless at that time the race is postponed again or abandoned.

When a visual signal is displayed over an area or class/fleet/flight flag, the signal applies only
to that area or class/fleet/flight. This changes the race signals preamble.

The LSI will be posted on the official notice board no later than the first competitors meeting,
and will be available at the event and/or IKA website.

If competitors in the Long Distance race may complete different numbers of laps of the
course, then kiteboards finishing will be scored according to RRS A4 except that kiteboards
completing more laps will be ranked before kiteboards completing fewer laps

Any kiteboard that does not finish within the Finish Window will be scored in the order she
rounded the last mark before the end of the Finish Window. A kiteboard being scored under
this sailing instruction, will be ranked after kiteboards that finished and in the order of the
furthest mark of the course she rounded before the end of the Finishing Window.

GPS Formula

The race duration for each kiteboard is calculated from the time she exits the starting area to
the time she enters the finishing area.

The kiteboard with the highest number of points wins, and others will be ranked accordingly.

A kiteboard’s series score will be the total of her race scores, excluding her worst score when
4 to 6 races have been completed, her two worst scores when 7 to 10 races have been
completed, and her three worst scores when 11 or more races have been completed.

To request correction of an alleged error in posted race or series results, a kiteboard may
complete a scoring enquiry form available at the race office.

Gender and age divisions will be calculated by simple extraction from the Overall Rankings.

For each SnowKite World Cup, kiteboards will be given points according to their finishing
position in each discipline. The best ranked kiteboard will receive 100 points, the second-best
kiteboard 99 points etc. If there are more than 100 kiteboards in an event, kiteboards ranked
100 or lower will receive 1 point.

Competitors not competing in a SnowKite World Cup event will receive 0 points for that
event.

The discipline overall score of a kiteboard will be the total of the sum of all points collected in
the 2020 IKA SnowKite WorldCup events per discipline.

The Overall World Cup score of a kiteboard will be the total of the sum of all points collected
in the 2020 IKA SnowKite World Cup events in the Course Racing and Long Distance
disciplines.

If there is a tie in the IKA SnowKite World Cup ranking, it shall be broken as per RRS Appendix
A8

Protest forms are available online at www.racingrulesofsailing.org, or at the Race Office or
Jury Office. Protests and requests for redress or reopening shall be delivered online or to the
appropriate office within the appropriate time limit.

The protest time limits will be specified in the LSI.

If rule N1.4(b) applies, the time limit for requesting a hearing under that rule is 30 minutes
after the party was informed of the panel’s decision.

Notices will be posted within 15 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of
hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings will be held beginning at
the time posted. Hearings may be scheduled to begin up to 15 minutes before the end of
protest time Limit.

Notices of protests by the race committee or protest committee will be posted to inform
kiteboards under RRS 61.1(b).

A list of kiteboards that have been penalized RCT/DCT for causing tangles will be posted.

Penalties for breaches of RRS 55 or rules in the NoR and SIs marked [DP] or [SP], should the
case go to a hearing, are at the discretion of the protest committee.

For breaches of NoR/SI marked [SP], the race committee may apply a standard penalty
without a hearing to the race closest in time to the incident. The scores of other kiteboards
shall not be changed; therefore, two kiteboards may receive the same score. However, the
race committee may protest a kiteboard when they consider the standard penalty to be
inappropriate. A kiteboard that has been penalized with a standard penalty can neither be
protested for the same incident by another kiteboard nor can another kiteboard request
redress for this race committee action. This changes RRS 60.1, 62.1 and Appendix A5.

On the last day of opening series, or on the last scheduled day of racing, a request for
reopening a hearing shall be delivered:

within the protest time limit if the requesting party was informed of the decision on the
previous day;

no later than 30 minutes after the requesting party was informed of the decision on that day;

On the last scheduled day of racing a request for redress from a protest committee decision
shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the decision was posted. This changes RRS

All support team members shall be registered with the local organizing authority on
registration day and shall comply with local legislation. The local organizing authority may
refuse registrations and accept later registrations at their sole discretion.

Team leaders, coaches and other support persons shall stay outside areas where kiteboards
are racing from the time of the preparatory signal for the first class to start until all
kiteboards have finished or retired or the race committee signals a postponement, general
recall or abandonment.

Event trophies will be awarded to the top 3 competitors in each gender, division and
discipline.

Age division may receive additional trophies depending on entry level
Prizes and/or Prizemoney will be awarded according to the individual event websites.
Prize money will be awarded once a valid result stands as provided by the rules.

If no valid result stands, 50% of the advertised prize money will be evenly distributed
between the competitors.

When a number of competitors share the same position, the prize money for the shared
position and the following unoccupied positions shall be added and then divided by the
number of competitors sharing that position.

If governmental tax deductions are applicable on prize money at an event, the local
organizing authority shall provide competitors detailed information about the deductions
and procedures on refund.

[DP] The top three competitors in each division, as well as individual race winners (if
applicable) may be required to attend a media press conference each day.

[DP] Competitors may be required for interviews at the regatta.

If a competitor who finished in the top 3 in his/her discipline leaves the event before the
conclusion of the closing ceremony or, if other competitor, leaves the venue before the day
before the prize giving ceremony, IKA may exclude that competitor from the next IKA Snow
Kite Championship or impose any similar sanction.

IKA may reduce or remove a prize in the case of misconduct or refusal to comply with any
reasonable request, including attendance at official functions.

Each competitor and ‘person in charge’ (see RRS 46) shall hold a valid insurance certificate
showing proof of third-party liability coverage of at least EUROS 500,000 (or equivalent) per
incident.

The Organizing Authority is not responsible for verifying the status or validity of certificates.

RISK STATEMENT

The responsibility for the decision to participate in a race or to continue with it is solely with
the competitor. The competitor is responsible for the qualification and race suitable
condition of the used equipment.

In cases of force majeure or on grounds of administrative orders or for safety reasons, the
organizing authority is entitled to make changes in the realization of the event or to cancel
the event. This does not constitute any liability by the organizer towards the participant, if
the reasons for the changes or the cancellation do not result from a willful or grossly
negligent behavior of the organizer.

In case of a violation of obligations that do not constitute primary or material contractual
duties (cardinal obligations), the liability of the organizer for financial and property damages
incurred by the participant during or in connection with the participation in the event and
resulting from a conduct of the organizer, the IKA and their representatives, servants or
agents (including but not limited to race committee , protest committee and technical
committee), is restricted to damages that were caused willfully or grossly negligent. When a
violation of cardinal obligations occurs due to minor negligence, the liability of the organizer
is limited to foreseeable, typical damages.

Competitors and support team participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk and they
are reminded of the provisions of RRS 4, Decision to Race. Kiteboarding is by its nature an
unpredictable sport and therefore involves an element of risk. By taking part in the event,
each competitor agrees and acknowledges that:

e They acknowledge that there are risks involved in the Event. They fully realise the
dangers of participating in the Event, and fully assume the risks associated with their
participation and their wellbeing and safety during and after the Event.

e They understand and acknowledge that the Event organisers (including all officials and
event volunteers) provide no warranties, regarding their wellbeing and safety.

e They acknowledge that participating in this event may involve a test of a person's
physical and mental limits and carries with it the potential for death, serious injury, and
property loss. The risks include, but are not limited to, those caused by the elements,
facilities, temperature, weather, condition of participants, equipment, vehicular traffic,
lack of hydration, and actions of other people including, but not limited to, participants,
volunteers, officials, and/or producers of the event.

e They agree that to the extent permissible by law, the International Kiteboarding
Association, their classes, the event organisers (including all officials and event
volunteers), the sponsors and other parties associated with the Event, have no liability



to them whatsoever for any direct or indirect loss, (including, but not limited to injury or
death) sustained by them during or in any way related to their participation in the Event.

e  They WAIVE, RELEASE, AND DISCHARGE from any and all liability, including but not
limited to, liability arising from the negligence or fault of the entities or persons
released, for their death, disability, personal injury, property damage, property theft, or
actions of any kind which may hereafter occur to them including their traveling to and
from this event, THE FOLLOWING ENTITIES OR PERSONS: The International Kiteboarding
Association, their classes, the event organisers (including all officials and event
volunteers), the sponsors and other parties associated with the Event, employees,
volunteers, representatives, and agents, and the event holders, sponsors, and
volunteers;

e  They INDEMNIFY, HOLD HARMLESS, AND PROMISE NOT TO SUE the entities or persons
mentioned in the above paragraphs from any and all liabilities or claims made as a result
of participation in this event, whether caused by the negligence of release or otherwise.

e  They have taken medical advice on any pre-existing medical conditions, and confirm that
it is medically safe for them to participate in the Event.

e They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their equipment and their other
property at any time.

e They are satisfied that their equipment is in good order, equipped to compete in the
event and they are fit to participate;

e They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their
own actions or omissions;

e They consent to receive medical treatment which may be deemed advisable in the event
of injury, accident, and/or illness during this event.

e They acknowledge that the provision of a race management and rescue team, judges,
umpires and other officials and volunteers by the organizer does not relieve them of
their own responsibilities;

e They acknowledge that the provision of rescue craft cover is limited to such assistance,
particularly in extreme weather conditions, as can be practically provided in the
circumstances.

23 MEDIA RIGHTS

By participating in the event, competitors automatically grant to the local organizing authority, IKA ,
all involved classes, and their sponsors the right in perpetuity to make, use and show, from time to
time at their discretion, any motion pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other
reproductions of the athlete during and after the period of the competition without compensation.

24 DATA PROTECTION CLAUSE

With registration the competitor or support person agrees on data usage as defined in this data
protection clause and Privacy Notice outlined in Addendum C.

Reference is made to data protection of personal information and data. Any personal information
and data given to the organizers will be used only as follows:



24.1. All data regarding participating athletes, coaches and their kiteboard will be processed and
archived for the purpose of this event and events of similar nature that might be of interest to
the participant.

24.2. Personal information contains the participant’s real name, date of birth, home club, boat type.
boat number, address data, mobile phone, email address and emergency contact information.
In particular, results, calculatory and visual analyses, position monitoring and race analyses will
be published with reference to the competitors’ names.

e This policy explains when and why we collect personal information about event participants, how we use it and
how we keep it secure and your rights in relation to it. We will post any changes we may make to this Notice on
our Website or communicate them to you by email.

e  We may collect, use and store your personal data, as described in this Privacy Notice and as described when we
collect data from you.
