FACTS
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Rodny Heemskerk, tactician, attended the hearing representing NED 12.
Carlos Rodriguez attended the hearing representing GBR 66.
Martebjn Ringers, owner of NED 12, attended the hearing as an observer.

FOUND

There were 15knots of wind, with choppy sea.

NED 12 and GBR 66 were sailing upwind approaching mark 1 on opposite tacks on a collision course, with GBR 66
on port.

GBR 66 bore away sharply.

GBR 66 hull pierced NED 12 port side close to the winches, causing a V-shaped hole on both the side and the deck.
NED 12 starboard bow was pierced.

Both boats retired.

CONCLUSIONS AND RULES THAT APPLY

Rules:

1.

RRS 10, 14 and 64.2(a).

GBR 66 on port failed to keep clear of NED 12 on starboard, and broke RRS 10

2. GBR 66 did not avoid contact when it was reasonably possible, and broke RRS 14.
3. It was not reasonably possible for NED 12, the right-of-way boat to avoid contact with GBR 66 when it was clear that
GBR 66 was not keeping clear. NED 12 did not break RRS 14.

The protest is upheld. Since GBR 66 took an applicable penalty, she is not further penalized under RRS 64.2(a).
